This book is designed as a quick reference for boundary
monitoring and maintenance. For an in-depth
information on legal descriptions, monitoring duties,
and management guidelines, refer to the “Handbook
for Corridor Monitoring and Management of the
A.T.”. (Your Monitor Coordinator should have a copy)

Boundary Monitoring is the systematic gathering of
information about the A.T. corridor for the
protection of A.T. lands.

Periodic inspections by club members and, reports
from hikers, local residents, and local governments
contribute to this process.

Regular monitoring helps protect A.T. lands from
encroachments and advocates a conservation ethic
in local communities.

Monitoring includes a follow-up to solve problems
identified, a system of record keeping, and an
annual report by each club to the ATC.

Boundary Maintenance involves re-painting
boundary lines, rehanging boundary signs, and
clearing excessive brush on the line.

Remember to use safety precautions while monitoring.
Once off the trail, bee nests, snakes, old fence lines,
and uneven ground make the trip more dangerous.

Leave your itinerary with a friend.
If possible, monitor in pairs or small groups.
